Does it get any more exciting the answer is yes, with 6 minutes to go and
both teams now trying to get all 3 points Liverpool go on the attack
Gerrard plays a give and go in the Man. City area and then takes the ball
to the end line and cuts the ball back to Torres who shoots with a first time
shot which is deflected and then stopped by the keeper, but he gave up a
rebound and Kuyt followed up the shot and scored into the empty goal for
the match winner.

Again as in the Man. United vs. Chelsea game set plays are important and
also following up on shots taken for there might be a rebounds. In this
case the player following up the shot scored the game winning goal.
